The Church of apostasy reigns today in

Jesus hits this Church at their
source of value:

1) Their gold - wealth

2) Their garment industry -
prestige

3) Their world renown eye
salve - fame



Hear the counsel of Jesus -
“l counsel you to buy from Me”

1) Gold refined in the fire - speaking
of a life with the impurities scraped
off = salvation

2) White garments - not phony
Laodicean garments, but garments
of salvation

3) Eye salve - not Laodicean eye salve,
but Jesus’ eye salve (who opens blind
eyes) = salvation eye salve
