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Verse 6 - 7

Christ died for the ungodly – YOU!



Jesus came to die for the ungodly; all of us, the good, 
            the bad, the ugly!

He came to change our status, from an enemy of God to a 
friend of God – John 5: 13; John 15: 14-15

Our condition:  “When we were still without strength”

 Strength = “asthenes” = powerless, sick, helpless

Jesus came to “seek and save that which was lost” 
(the ungodly) – Luke 19: 10

Don’t be too quick to judge someone’s heinous sin and 
overlook your own heinous sin

We are all in the ungodly boat!



Verse 8 - 9

The ungodly are saved from the wrath by 
believing!



“God demonstrates His own love toward us.”

HOW?

“While we were still sinners (ungodly) Christ died for us”

All sin is awful, deserving the death penalty – 
           Romans 6: 23

Jesus Messiah died in my place; He died so I could live with 
Him forever!

I am no longer viewed as ungodly, but as righteous, pure 
and holy!

I am declared righteous – a legal, binding declaration!



Those justified are saved from the wrath

The wrath of God is real; the wrath is awful and beyond 
our comprehension

The ungodly who reject God’s peace offering, Messiah, 
will experience His wrath!

Hear the heart of God, who desires all to be saved – 
         1 Timothy 2: 4-5

Grab on to Jesus, your only life preserver, your only 
hope!!





Verse 10 - 11

Ungodly enemies can be reconciled



Reconciled = to change thoroughly; to change from an 
   enemy to a friend

      = brought back into right relationship

All are savable, all can believe; 
God gives all a chance, all must believe to be saved!
John 1: 9; Titus 2: 11

The atonement, the sacrifice, was for ALL – 1 John 2: 2

From an enemy to a friend; brought back into right 
relationship the moment a person believes!



CLOSING THOUGHTS:

We were justified by the blood sacrifice of Christ

God did not have a body, did not have blood, until God 
became a man – John 1: 14

The shedding of blood speaks of death

This is seen in Romans 5: 9-10 where the blood of Christ is 
equated with His death

May we never forget the price that was paid for our 
redemption!
