The thinking:  Since I am not under the Law, it’s okay to sin 
    occasionally
         CERTAINLY NOT!

It’s not okay to plot or plan to sin; this should not be the 
mindset of the NEW MAN!

God is a teacher, a grace and mercy giver; He also disciplines 
His children

 “Whom the Lord loves He chastens.” Hebrews 12: 6

  Chasten = instruction by word or deed; if this does not
                   work, then scourging!



God’s heart:

  “For He does not afflict willingly, nor grieve the 
  children of men.” – Lamentations 3: 33

God loves us so much that He will reluctantly afflict to 
drive us to Him - 
          FOR OUR GOOD AND OUR GROWTH!!

Prior to Jesus, we were all slaves of sin; at salvation, this 
slave was set free

“You obeyed from the heart”

Those set free are being transformed, CHANGED!
2 Corinthians 3: 18

Wages of sin = DEATH
Vs

The Gift of God = LIFE



All in Adam are separated from God by sin

All in Adam die – sin is a big deal!

Jesus came to eliminate death for all who will believe 
and receive the gift of salvation

 My sin brought death - 
            God’s gift brings life

CHOOSE LIFE!
