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Verse 1 -2
The believer is to be subject to government




God to you: “Be subject” = “hupotasso” = to place under
authority

This is not a suggestion, but a command, an imperative in the
Greek

Governmental authority is from God, appointed by God

Hear Peter on this - 1 Peter 2: 13

God has ordained government to deal with lawlessness and to
restrain evil

We are subject to the government unless the government
mandates we do something counter to Scripture



Verse 3 -4
Believer: The government is God-appointed

for good



As previously stated, governments do restrain evil

In general, governments are:
“not a terror to good works, but to evil”

In the extreme, God has ordained capital punishment as
a deterrent to evil - Genesis 9: 6

“Hands that shed innocent blood” are:
“to’evah” = an abomination to God!



When a society turns from God, like Israel did, the result is
Deuteronomy 28: 28

“I will strike you with madness, blindness, and
confusion of heart”

Do you see this in America today?

A society that turns from God will call evil good and good
evil - Isaiah 5: 20-21

Without government, antifa reigns, chaos reigns, and society
implodes
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Careful America, guard your freedom!

Totalitarians want full control and dictatorial
government, requiring complete submission to the state

My perspective:

Treasure your freedom, resist totalitarianism,
resist socialism in all its forms
