What is “please”?

    Seeking the good of your neighbor;  

    sacrificing for your neighbor

CAREFUL:  People pleasing is a no, no!

    Everyone wants to be liked, but not at the cost 

    of compromising our faith walk –

            Galatians 1: 10

          1 Thessalonians 2: 1





The goal is to edify and build up our neighbor, to help them 

mature, to grow

Stages of Development:

Nepios = a newborn, a baby; that is what we are when we 

  are born again – a baby Christian



Padion = A young child, a toddler

Teknon – descended by birth; a teenager, young adult, still

   needing their parent

Huios – Son; is used for a fully mature adult in a spiritual

      context

Each level needs different nourishment

What does a milk diet produce?

        Milky, immature believers, always  

        on the milk







Babies are subject to deception – 1 Timothy 4: 1

Baby Christians are fodder for deceiving spirits and 

doctrines of demons

It is good for our neighbor to grow, to become more mature, 

and not deceived!
