Here is where many Christians make a huge error:

 The Church has replaced Israel permanently – this is not true!

 The modern Jewish state is a God miracle – not a fluke!

Israel survives because of God, not because of Israel (verse 8b)

 “ . . . . . to confirm the promises made to the fathers”

What promises?

 Covenantal promises God made to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob 

 God has made unconditional covenants (promises) to Israel 

that have not been canceled
