In 1 Timothy 4: 1, these are called “deceiving spirits and 

           doctrines of demons”

Paul is passionate about noting and dealing with false 

teaching





To the Elders at Ephesus - Acts 20: 29-31

Deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons feed on the 

Biblically illiterate

Satan’s strategy includes the removal of the Word of God 

from pulpits, Churches and seminaries





James 4: 7-8 – “Therefore submit to God.  Resist the devil

                        and he will flee from you.  Draw near to 

     God and He will draw near to you.”

Encouragement – Your loyalty is noticed



Obedience to God demonstrates loyalty!

Many start well in Christianity and fizzle – simply drift away

They were drawn away and enticed by the world, the flesh and 

the devil

The successful Christian life does not depend on feelings; it 

depends on obedience!
