In the Bible, Salvation means being delivered from sin and its 

consequences through faith in Jesus Christ



Salvation is understood as deliverance from God’s wrath 

through faith in Jesus Christ

Purpose for writing:  For Christian readers to endure  

        suffering and persecution for their 

        faith effectively



Verse 1

The Gospel of Jesus



Gospel means “Good News”

 Gospel = “euaggelion” = originally a reward for good news, 

           later becoming the good news itself

 For Christians, it is the good news of the Kingdom of God and 

salvation through Jesus Christ

What might Mark be referring to here, “the beginning of the  

              gospel”?

 Beginning = “arche” = Christ is called the beginning because 

        He is the efficient cause of the creation

 John 1: 1 – “In the beginning was the Word . . . .”

 Word = “logos” = divine reason, mind; the ultimate reason that 

      controls all things; the entirety of God’s written Word, 

      logic and divine message



Rhema = a single, spoken, or acted upon word delivered; 

         utterances from Scripture (individual verses)

Jesus is the beginning of all things, including the beginning of the 

Gospel = the Good News of Salvation

The focal point of the Bible is the coming Messiah, the Son of God 

and the Son  of man

The Eternal Son became a man, to live as a man, suffer as a man, 

feel the disappointment of life as a man, to feel rejection as a man 

and to die as a man

Jesus Messiah is fully God and fully man – this is termed  

                 “hypostatic union”





JESUS = “Yeshua” = YHWH is salvation

        His very name reveals who He is = YHWH in flesh

           and bone!

YHWH = the self-existent “I AM” –THE ETERNAL PRESENCE

CHRIST = Messiah = “Mashiach” = the Anointed One

   Anointed means set apart for a special purpose; all

         believers are anointed (set apart for a purpose)





Those truly born again, (having the Holy Spirit’s anointing) 

protects you from deception and lies of the enemy, 

         - if you are in His Word and growing!

         - baby Christians are fodder for deception!



Verse 2 - 3

The messenger introduces YHWH to the world



What will the messenger do?

  Prepare the way of the Lord; prepare a non-believing, 

  apostate Israel to hear Messiah

  John’s message was a message of repentance (metanoia),

  a change of mind from evil to good

What is the wilderness?

  A place of spiritual barrenness

  America is the wilderness (is barren) and is running from 

 God to anything but God

  America has lost its God-conscience; you are living in the 

 wilderness!

In this barren land, you are a voice crying in the wilderness, you are 

an ambassador of Messiah – 2 Corinthians 5: 20



“Prepare the way of the LORD” = YHWH 

     This is referring to Jesus Messiah

This is an unmistakable declaration that Jesus Messiah, the 

Son of God, the Son of man, is none other than YHWH – 

GOD ALMIGHTY – a strong declaration of Deity!

John was getting people ready for Messiah’s return, and we

are to get people ready for Messiah’s return
